(Please consider the size of the
child when matching them with a calf. Safety of the exhibitors is paramount to the success of this event.)

3. Calves may be dairy or beef breeds.

4. Calves will be brought to the fair on show day and taken home after the show.

5. All exhibitors will receive a t-shirt and a participation ribbon. No placing will be given, just lots of en courgement
and positive reinforcement.

Entry Procedure is as follows:
1.  Complete the entry form attached and return to WCFA, 3017 State Rd. 116, Omro, WI 54963, or the Fair Secre-
tary’s Office no later than August 12 of current year.
Calves must be healthy and meet State and Federal health requirements.
Calves will be inspected by a veterinarian at the fair prior to showing on Sunday.
Calf must be the one that has been worked with by the individual showing the animal.
Youth must not be exhibiting in the junior fair dairy or beef departments.
No entry fee is required.
